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Our Farm Crew

e Paid, year-round employment for 14 Growers with developmental and intellectual
disabilities (autism, Down Syndrome, cerebral palsy, traumatic brain injury, deafness),
and six Growing Partners youth (2 with disabilities) in the summer and on Saturdays.

e Together they worked 4,887 hours and earned over $39,000.

e Integration was our theme for the year, and we arranged our crews to be true to this
ideal. Every Grower worked on a crew with every Growing Partner youth this summer.
They tended and harvested crops, sold at farmers markets, cooked, learned sign
language, and socialized together.

Our Volunteers

e 683 new and returning volunteers contributed over 3,350 hours to help the
farm grow. For 20 percent of the new volunteers, this was their first
experience with people with disabilities. “After a hard day of working on
the farm, | was tired and sore, yet | felt so refreshed knowing | could help a
small group of people do a good deed. | was awed by how much dedication
and hard work it takes, and | loved every minute of working there.”

e A highlight of our year was hosting Governor Gregoire and her staff for an
afternoon of weeding the cucumbers and packing CSA boxes. When it
comes to promoting volunteering, Christine walks the walk!

Our Customers

e We learned that we could focus our efforts on the program side of what we
do, to support youth and people with developmental and intellectual
disabilities, and still maintain a high production level. Our sales expanded
from $73,000 to $78,827. We had our most successful spring plant sale ever,
selling $3,000 in plants in one day!

e We delivered produce to 123 CSA customers from June through January, 90
in the summer and 33 in the winter.

e We reached hundreds more customers at 3 farmers markets, in Tumwater, in
Dupont, at the Proctor Market in Tacoma, and at our Saturday farm stand.

e We believe that partnerships are essential to creating welcoming places for
the people we serve. We give back to the community to create those
partnerships. In 2009, we donated 2,777 Ibs. of produce—as well as Left Foot
tote bags, t-shirts, cookbooks and gift certificates—to local food banks and
meals programs, and to fundraisers for our fellow nonprofits.
